This
particular pocket chard holds seven matched sets.
All seven mathced sets fit a particular category, so
that patterns within that category are more noticible.

Some examples of categories from all four Topic Sets: * circles from
Conic Sections * the positive slopes from Linear Graphs * sin curves
from Trig Functions * difference between two squares parabolas.
